Rules for Special EVENTSs

Special performance is a kind of performance which is not limited to only a
Dance, Singing, Theatre, Mono act, etc.. but a combination of something or a
special talent one is having.

Some examples of special event are:

UV Act which is performed in complete dark and only florescent and white
colors are reflected.

Chavat Boys kind of dance, a funny dance in which only facial expressions
and body gestures are used.

Talwar Act/Talwar Raas in which a group of candidates performs with talwar
Magic show

Beat Boxing, in which one can intimate different sounds of drum, synth or
guitar with the voice

Any special talent one is having and want to represent on stage are
welcomed. We shall decide how to represent your talent on stage. You may
come up in a group or solo with any special event. Inclusion of the same in
Kalaa Manjari will be decided by Faculty Coordinators of this committee.
Some events like Aerial act cannot be allowed due to limitation of structural
arrangements. It is recommended to contact faculty coordinators for
feasibility check of your event on stage.

All participants of special event must be from Gyanmanjari Innovative
University. They may be from any college of Gyanmanjari Innovative
University, any department and any semester.

Because this is a special event, timings are not pre decided but it is
recommended that you keep [IEHIGHNGNCEIIMCIDCIOWISININNIES. This will be
decided by Faculty coordinators after first round of audition.

Each Participant in special event must not be a participant of more than one

other event. i.e. including GIENEVEHIMNGISICIANIDACIDACHN



A solo performer must not be a participant of more than two other events. i.e.
including Solo performance, [EISHEICAIMDAITICIDAICHTT RIS Ven
Student Coordinator of this committee must not be a coordinator of any other
committee.

Student Coordinator of this committee can participate in only one event other
than Special Event. Committee related work must not be compromised for
other event practice.

Keep all the properties to be used in your event ready well in advance. All
the things relevant to your performance should be ready and clear in your
mind before second audition. Consider second audition as a performance on
stage.

Anything that is required on stage for your performance like lighting,
common properties like chair/sofa, wireless mic etc.. should be informed
well in advance to faculty coordinators during first audition.

Audio Track:

If your performance is having an audio track, it must be of a high quality,
minimum of 192 kbps. Less than that will not be allowed. 320 kbps will be
preferred.

If you are downloading audio from YouTube, make sure that it is noise and
buzz free. Also verify audio in good [lGIISDCAREIS CICIRCCOINOIE0 of
maximum volume (master volume as well as speaker volume) to make sure it
is [NURRIEE. Also do this adjusting bass and treble.

Your audio quality will be checked and tested at maximum volume. If not
appropriate, you may need to replace it with good audio quality.

Audio tracks for audition will be collected by student coordinators a day
before each audition. Make sure to keep it ready a day before each audition.

Audition:



Respect time of audition. You will be provided a reporting time for audition.
Failure in reporting on time may eliminate your entire performance. Make
sure all of your participants are ready for audition before their turn. Absence

of any one member may also lead to elimination.

You will be asked to perform with mic. During audition, JEURUMNEVCIONNZ
mics. Prepare accordingly.

There will be two rounds of auditions. [lSHEHGIIONMUNNOCICICCNRNIoNH
BEANGESI. During first audition, you will be given suggestions by Faculty
Coordinators, which needs to be worked upon before second audition. Some
performance may or may not be eliminated after first audition. Decision of
elimination will be taken by Faculty Coordinators at the time of audition.
Date of second audition will be informed later. Timings and location will be
informed 2 days before the audition. During second round of audition, you
must come up with a complete performance which you are going to perform
on stage. No surprise elements on stage (which you have not shown during
auditions) or incomplete performance during audition will be entertained.
Note: Anything that is not included in these rules, but seems necessary at
particular point of time, some decisions may be taken centrally and by
Faculty Coordinators without prior notice, for the motto of making Kala

Manjari a successful event.
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
